- Tuition for religious education classes remains at $35 for each child in the program.

The Sacrament of Confirmation is received after completing the Confirmation I and II 

classes. Parents whose children will be receiving a sacrament this year will need to attend 

special meetings as part of the preparations. We will have a parent meeting for ALL parents 

on the first day of classes, September 7th.
